Accommodation and meals

Accommodation in homestays are twin rooms with a shared bathroom.
Each room includes a bed, a desk, a table, and storage space for clothing.
Bed linens and towels are provided. The hosts will do one load of the
student's laundry per week and Wi-Fi is available for students to use.

Curfew is at 10:00pm every evening for all students unless supervised on
an LSI activity.

Breakfast is provided by the host and typically includes cereal, toast, fruit,
juice, and tea or coffee. Lunch consists of a packed meal, which usually
includes a sandwich or a salad, crisps and a fruit. Students will receive a
cooked meal in their homestays in the evenings for dinner.

Students must advise LSI at the time of booking of any dietary
requirements. There is an additional fee for dairy, gluten free, and/or nut
free diets.
